Head Baseball Coach, Jim Gerwitz Announces Retirement
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Jim Gerwitz, Head Baseball Coach for Mineral Area College announces his retirement from coaching this spring, after 8 years as head coach, and 5 years as an assistant coach.

After graduating from Hazelwood Central High School in 1993, Gerwitz began his college playing career at East Central CC. He was an All-Conference and All-Region player as a catcher, and then transferred to Mineral Area College for the 1994-1995 season. He continued his All-Conference and All-Region statistics at MAC, but this time as a third baseman. After graduation, he transferred to the Southeast Missouri State University and had two more successful seasons playing under a former MAC player, Mark Hogan. Gerwitz played multiple positions at Southeast (First, Third, and Catcher).  
Near the end of his senior season at Southeast, Gerwitz received a phone call to come back to MAC as an assistant coach. He finished his degree in Criminal Justice through Central Methodist College at MAC while fulfilling his coaching duties. Gerwitz was hired full-time in 1999 as a Criminal Justice Instructor and assistant coach. Gerwitz took over the head coaching job in 2004, and just completed his eighth season as the Cards' skipper. Coach Gerwitz finished his best season on record this spring with a record of 31 wins and only 18 losses.  This was the first 30 win season since 1997.  Coach Gerwitz was named MCCAC Coach of the Year in 2008.  

  

Coach Gerwitz and his wife Dione, reside in Farmington, Missouri. They have three beautiful daughters, Chelsea (age 19), and Kaylee (6 ), and Zoey (4).  Jim will continue to work at Mineral Area College as a full-time instructor in the Criminal Justice Department.  Gerwitz shared that “teaching full time will give me the opportunity to spend more time with my daughters.  My younger daughters are at the age where they are beginning to get involved in soccer and softball.  This summer I will be coaching softball teams for both girls in their respective age groups.  It’s going to be a busy summer.  I will definitely miss baseball but I am looking forward to the extra time I will have to spend to my family.  Those twenty hour days on the road to Crowder won’t be missed, but I am sure, eventually, I will miss all the time spent with the players both on and off the road as head baseball coach.”
