Corey Tate has been at the helm of the Mineral Area College Basketball program for six seasons.  Coach Tate was named the Region XVI "Coach of the Year," and the MCCAC Conference "Coach of the Year" in 2006. He began his college playing career at Mineral Area College in 1994, where he was an All-Conference and All-Region player.  He transferred to the University of Missouri and had three successful seasons playing under legendary coach Norm Stewart. He played professional basketball overseas for a short stint before a back injury ended his playing career.  Tate returned to coaching and spent three seasons as an Assistant Coach at Mineral Area, and is only the third head coach in the program's history.
