Season Preview 2005 
 

Season Outlook: 

Mineral Area College will be looking to improve on its’ 21-10 record from the 2004-05 

season.  Cardinal Head Coach Corey Tate and his staff are excited about their second season 

and have worked hard to bring in a talented cast that should make a run at winning back-to-

back MCCAC Conference Championhips. 

 

The Cardinals will be led by a solid front-court, including pre-season All-American 6’10” C 

Curtis Muse.  Muse (9 PPG, 5 RPG) will get help from 6’8” PF/C Jonathan Jackson (5 PPG, 

3 RPG) who came on strong after joining the rotation in January of last season, 6’6” PF 

Darryl Butterfield (5.3 RPG) is transferring from State Fair CC, and 6’4” SF Tremaine 

Wilkerson (9 PPG, 6 RPG) who led the Region in FG shooting at 62%.  6’6” PF Eric Stuckey 

won back-to-back State Championships at West Memphis (AR) HS before spending some 

time at Boys To Men Academy.  He will be a welcome addition to the interior rotation in 

December.  will add depth at the forward position. 

 

The back-court will be driven by talented newcomers with the graduation of All-Conference 

guards Ryan Byrne and Kenny Burke.  6’3” T.J. Britton (5 PPG, 3 RPG, 3 APG) will make 

the transition to the wing, and super-athletic 6’2” G DeAlan Hicks (5 PPG, 3 RPG) will be 

looked upon for veteran leadership.  Tony Webb (6’3”) practiced with the team last season 

and should be a big piece of the puzzle at either wing position.  The point guard will be filled 

by the trio of  5’ 7” Dontavis Jones,  5’11” Steven Schauf, and 6’1” Ralph Mata.  University 

of Missouri transfer Willie Hassel, Ricky Claitt (6’2”) and Chad Henderson (6’2”) are solid 

combo-guards that can create or score.  Joe Pembleton (6’ 3”) and Delano Robinson (6’ 3”) 

should earn some playing time at the guard positions.
