Chad Henderson has signed a National Letter of Intent to play basketball at Mineral Area College in Park Hills, Missouri, next season.  Chad is a 6’2” shooting guard from Sheffield High School in Memphis, Tennessee.  He should challenge for a starting spot in the Cardinals’ line-up with the departure of guards Ryan Byrne (13.5 PPG) and Kenny Burke (11.7 PPG) to graduation.
Henderson was a four-year varsity starter at Sheffield High.  He averaged over 16 points, 7 rebounds, 5 assists, and 2 steals as a senior.  The Knights finished 2005 with a 23-9 mark, finishing as Regional Runner-Up.  As a senior, he helped lead Sheffield to the Carbondale Holiday Tournament and the North Little Rock Tournament Championships.

Henderson amassed plenty of honors while playing in the basketball hot-bed of Memphis.  He earned All-State Honors as a senior and garnered All-District and All-Region Honors for three straight seasons.  He grabbed National recruiting attention after be named as one of the top 50 players in the state of Tennessee by Rick Bolus’ High Potential Recruiting Service. 

“Chad is a very athletic, versatile, scoring-type guard that brings a lot of energy to the court on every possession,” commented Sheffield Head Coach Cheyenne Gibson.  “He scores, rebounds, and (in my opinion) was one of the best defenders in the city.  He is a soft spoken person, but his game speaks volumes,” added Gibson.

“We really like the fact that he is a competitor,” commented MAC Assistant Coach Kyle Gerdeman.  “This year we tried to recruit skilled players that will compete every second they are in the gym, and Chad fits that mold.”  Henderson also played with the Memphis Bulldogs AAU team that competed on a National scale and featured Anthony Mason, Jr. that will play at St. John’s University next season.
