MAC Adds Tony Webb and Travis Scott to mix
  (8/15/05) Cardinals sign Southeast Missouri area talent by way of transfer.
Mineral Area College will add several new faces to the roster for their MCCAC Conference Title defense in 2005-06.  Two of those players come from the Southeast Missouri area, and will join the Cardinal’s program via the transfer route.  Tony Webb (Poplar Bluff) will be coming from Three Rivers and Travis Scott (Ellington) spent last season at Meramec.
Webb, a 6’2” shooting guard, was a standout player and four-year varsity letter-winner at Poplar Bluff High School.  He played two games at Three Rivers CC before breaking his foot and missing the entire 2003-04.  Tony spent last year rehabbing his injury and focusing on academics as a student at Mineral Area College.  “He has everything in order and is ready to be a big part of the Cardinal family this season,” commented Coach Tate.

Tony started for three seasons at Poplar Bluff High School.  The Mules finished 27-5 and placed 4th in the Missouri State Tournament during his senior campaign in 2003.  The team finished 5th in the state rankings in 2002 while posting a 24-4 record and winning a District Championship.
Webb grabbed plenty of individual honors with his team’s success.  He was named to the All-State basketball team for two seasons, and earned All-Conference and All-Region Honors (basketball & football) for three seasons.  He was also a standout Wide Receiver, and is the only Mule to ever earn All-State honors in football and basketball.  He held the career scoring record at the school until it was broken last season by North Carolina signee, Tyler Hansbrough. 
"Tony was much more concerned about us winning than anything else," commented Poplar Bluff coach J.D. Pattillo. "A big reason for our success during those two seasons was Tony's leadership and unselfishness."  Two big qualities that the Cardinal’s coaching staff looks for in a potential recruit.
Travis Scott will join Tony Webb next season at Mineral Area College.  Scott is a 6’7” versatile forward from Ellington.  Scott missed the entire season following surgery last year after signing at Meramec CC.  He is 100% recovered, and looks forward to the opportunity to play close to home at MAC.

Scott was a four-year starter at Ellington High School.  He scored over 2000 career points, and set the career block record at the school early in his junior season.  Scott earned All-District and All-Conference Honors for three straight seasons, while helping the Whippets to two straight 15+ win seasons.  He averaged 21 points, 15 rebounds, and 3 blocks during his senior season as a small school stand-out.

“Travis should add some depth for us at both forward spots and has a chance to contribute in a big way next season,” commented Assistant Coach Chad Kish.  The Coaching staff loves his enthusiasm and athleticism at 6’7”.  Scott is slated as a rebounding, shot- blocking, forward that has a nice mid-range game.

The duo will join a solid recruiting class at Mineral Area College that includes: Darryl Butterfield 6’6” PF (Miami, FL-Carrol/State Fair CC), Steven Schauf 5’11” PG (Murphysboro, IL), Delano Robinson 6’3” PG (Bloomington, IL- University High), Ricky Claitt 6’2” SG (Orlando, FL-Edgewater), Chad Henderson 6’2” SG (Memphis, TN-Sheffield) and John Barnett 6’2” SG (Leadwood, MO-West County).
