A.	Where to transfer after your two-year program at MAC? (This decision should be made as

of the transfer institution.)


1. 	Central Methodist University has four-year business and accounting programs on the


MAC campus.


2. 	Missouri Baptist University offers a BS in Business Management and is in the Parkland.


3.	Washington University and the University of Missouri have the highest rated business programs in the state.


4. 	Southeast Missouri State, University of Missouri at St. Louis and Missouri State have


very good business programs.

There are good jobs available with the Bachelor of Arts or Bachelor of Science degree in accounting, but you will not be able to obtain the CPA license in Missouri.

V.		Guidelines for scheduling courses at MAC:


A. Try to take your communication and math classes as soon as possible.


B. If you have not met the prerequisite for Principles of Accounting I, take Applied Accounting I as soon as possible. 


            (The prerequisite is one year of accounting in high school, Applied Accounting I, or consent of instructor.)


C. Business Calculus is only offered in the fall semester.


D. Take Principles of Accounting I before your last semester.
