COURSE OBJECTIVES:
1. To provide the students with basic vocabulary and grammatical structures so that they will be able to speak, listen, read, and write on an elementary French level.

2. To increase the students’ appreciation of French culture.
3.  To improve the students’ interpersonal communication skills in both English and French.
4. To instill in the students an appreciation of and enthusiasm for the study of foreign languages and cultures in general.

COURSE CONTENT:  Chapters 1-4 in text plus a special unit on culture.

ATTENDANCE:  
1. Class attendance is not only mandatory, but necessary for the learning of a foreign language.  Each absence over two will lower your final grade 3%.  Five absences will lower the final semester grade one letter.  Six absences will result in the final semester grade being lowered two letters; seven, three letters.  Students arriving after attendance has been taken will be counted as tardy.  Excessive tardiness WILL be counted as absences.

COURSE GRADE:  Grades are determined as a percentage based on the student’s accumulated point total of all tests.  No late work will be accepted.  The following grading scale will be implemented:

90 – 100% = A

80 – 89% = B

70 – 79% = C

60 – 69% = D

Below 60% = F
